Hammansburg is an unincorporated community in Henry Township at the intersection of Hammansburg and Mitchell Roads, about 2½ miles northwest of North Baltimore. The 2000 Census indicated that Hammansburg has 23 housing units and a population of 63.

Present Facilities

Hammansburg has a no public sewerage system. Sewage treatment is handled by individual septic systems.

Issues

Hammansburg is identified as a Critical Sewage Area (see chapter 5) due to failing septic systems identified through sanitary surveys and inspections. New or replacement onsite sewage treatment systems and replacements may not be practical or possible. Many of the suspected or failing systems are on small lots that do not have room for replacement leaching fields or soil conditions are poor due to shallow bedrock, tight silt/clay soils and/or seasonally high ground water.

Future Needs

· If regulatory agencies (OEPA or Health Dept) deem this area a priority they should require a  a General Plan be prepared to identify   possible sewage treatment alternatives.  These may include:

· A new wastewater treatment plant for Hammansburg.

· Connect Hammansburg to the existing Cygnet/Jerry City system.

· Connect Hammansburg to the existing North Baltimore system.

· Connect Hammansburg to the existing Bowling Green system via Rudolph.

Support financial assistance to install sewers and provide treatment for Hammansburg.
