Present Facilities

The Bloomdale WWTP is an aerated lagoon system with final clarifiers, chlorination and dechlorination, and an aerated sludge holding lagoon. Average design capacity is 0.08 mgd, with a peak design flow of 0.27 mgd. OEPA data shows an average flow of 0.051 mgd, and a peak flow of 0.260 mgd during the period of 2004-2009. The plant and separate sewer system were constructed in 1991.

Issues

Bloomdale’s draft NPDES permit calls for the wastewater plant to attain compliance with final effluent limits within 12 months of the permit’s effective date.


New Subdivisions

It is the policy of the Plan that all new residential subdivisions that are required to be platted under Wood County subdivision regulations, septic tanks or individual household sewage treatment systems for platted subdivisions of more than five (5) lots shall not be permitted within the FPA boundary. New platted subdivisions shall connect to public sewers and be served by the Bloomdale wastewater treatment plant.
