Present Facilities

The Tontogany WWTP is a four-cell aerated lagoon facility with effluent chlorination. It was built in 1985, and has an average design capacity of 0.10 mgd and a hydraulic capacity of 0.33 mgd. OEPA data shows an average flow of 0.054 mgd, and a peak flow of 0.655 mgd during the period of 2004-2009. The conventional gravity sewer system was built at the same time.

In 2006, Northwestern Water and Sewer District bought approximately 14 acres for potential future expansion of the wastewater treatment plant.

Issues
The Tontogany WWTP NPDES permit notes that the plant “has had periodic violations of final effluent limits … most notably for suspended solids, ammonia and CBOD5. The permittee shall evaluate the WWTP to determine methods to eliminate these violations. This evaluation shall include, but not be limited to, operation and maintenance practices, sludge levels and the removal of sludge from each lagoon, and additional treatment.” 
 The permit calls for Northwestern Water and Sewer District to submit an evaluation report within 30 months (early 2011).
