Present Facilities

Vickery is an unincorporated community of about 85 houses in Townsend Township. There is no public sewerage system; sewage treatment is provided by individual septic systems. Soils in this area belong to the Toledo-Fulton Association, which are mostly level, very poorly to somewhat poorly drained clays. Suitability for sewage disposal is poor. Vickery is considered a Critical Sewage Area by the Sandusky County Health Department.

Issues

The concentration of homes using septic systems on small lots, in soils poorly suited for leaching fields, makes Vickery likely to need a public sewerage system. Ohio EPA conducted sampling in 2000 which indicated failed septic systems.

Future Needs

A sewerage system will be needed in Vickery eventually. There are several communi​ties in Sandusky County that involve larger populations and bigger problems, and they should receive higher priority.
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
