Present Facilities

The Village of Woodville owns and operates an aerated lagoon WWTP with an average daily capacity of 0.3 mgd and peak capacity of 1.0 mgd. The sewer system is combined. OEPA data shows an average flow of 0.454 mgd, and a peak flow of 1.501 mgd during the period of 2004-2009. The combined sewers are a problem, discharging stormwater and untreated sewage to the Portage River and its tributaries. Woodville is addressing its CSOs by implementing its 2006 Long Term Control Plan (LTCP).  The LTCP calls for separating the combined sewers in three phases over 10-years. Past work on CSOs includes installing flap gates to prevent river water from flowing into the sewer system. The regulator weirs were raised, and larger pumps were installed to reduce overflows and increase the amount of sewage treated. These improvements were constructed between 1996 and 1999. An aerated lagoon, constructed in 2000, stores stormwater for treatment.

Issues

The Woodville WWTP has experienced permit violations on suspended solids and fecal coliform levels due to wet weather flow surges with monthly flows as high as 0.645 mgd.
 CSO abatement is needed not only to eliminate overflows of untreated sewage, but also to allow the treatment plant to operate efficiently.

Woodville’s NPDES permit lists 17 CSO points. In 2007, Ohio EPA approved the village’s Long Term Control Plan. The LTCP calls for a three-phase, ten year program of sewer separations. 

Future Needs

· Implement the Long Term Control Plan. It calls for
· Phase I construction complete by 2011.
· Phase II construction complete by 2012.
· Phase III construction complete by 2013.

· This Plan supports financial assistance for the Village of Woodville to implement its Long Term control Plan and upgrade its wastewater treatment plant. The LTCP phases are listed below.
